Contains over 40 papers summarizing the current state of knowledge concerning energy release and particle acceleration in the solar atmosphere. Included are review papers of the major topics - flares, coronal mass ejections, and their relationship. Also included are papers with new results from the unprecedented fleet of space missions and the many advanced ground-based observatories operating around the world during the current maximum in solar activity. Remote sensing observations and in situ particle measurements are presented together with theoretical interpretations and computer modeling results.
