| Problem Description

The 9 pin connector (J1) at the bottom of the side panel of both SEPT-NS's (FM1 — SN#002 & FM2 —
SN#004), cannot be properly torqued after it is mated due to interference with the flight bracket (part #205-
429). Also, the J1 (9 pin) connector standoff (when facing the connector the standoff on the right ) isloose
and needs to be replaced.

| Analyses Performed to Deter mine Cause

When the bracket was designed the mating/torque of this connector was not considered.

| Corrective Action/ Resolution

ORework aRepair a UseAsls a Scrap
1. Drill 2 -0.156 diameter holesin each of the brackets (FM1 — SN#002 & FM2 — SN#004, as
indicated in IMPACT WOA# 501.
2. Replace the loose standoff on the J1 connector.
